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1. Develop essential skills for humanistic, social, and cultural inquiry such as critical reading, self-reflection, empathic imagination, ethical reasoning, and the ability to analyze and participate in diverse perspectives.
 


2. Analyze systems and texts that shape and reflect diverse individual and cultural identities (race, ethnicity, gender, sexuality, class, ableism, etc.) and relations of privilege and power.

 

3. Identify ways that humanistic, social, and cultural inquiry can be harnessed to advance equity and social justice in communities and institutions.
