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1. Identify how fundamental scientific principles and methods can be used to enhance our understanding of the complex systems that influence the natural and/or social world and their behaviors and interactions.
 


2. Identify causes and potential solutions to problems associated with the interaction between human society and the natural world using systems thinking. 

 

3. Apply existing systems thinking based models to complex natural and/or social phenomena, explain the models’ underlying assumptions, and justify the application of those models to the system.
